In 
addition to a range of support within the Sixth Form, 
we work in partnership with The Linacre Institute 
and Sutton Trust to put in place a host of unique 
experiences designed to challenge you academically 
and support you in making a successful application.

We ensure that through a range of partner schemes 
and providers you have access to a range of 
opportunities - all of which are free of charge:

The programme is available to students who achieve 
very high GCSE results across most subjects, typically 
Level 7 in English and Maths, and beyond that at least 
four or five grades at 8 or 9 in other GCSE subjects. 
Importantly, it is not just about grades, it is as much 
about certain characteristics and most importantly - 
how passionate you are about your subject area.

What kind of qualities do we and the top universities 
look for? You need to be very interested and 
motivated in the subject area that appeals to you. If 
you are genuinely passionate about a subject, this 
will manifest itself in specific ways: high attainment 
in your subjects, wanting to do extra work to a high 
standard even if you haven’t been asked and super-
curricular pursuits outside of school. We are experts at 

picking up on whether you have this kind of ‘beyond 
the ordinary’ level of interest in your subjects and we 
are careful not to pigeonhole students simply based 
on their GCSE results. It might be that you pick a 
new subject that you had not studied before at GCSE 
and a deep interest might emerge that you have not 
previously encountered.

Many of the opportunities open to students on the 
programme are funded by the institutions themselves 
but some of our partnership opportunities are very 
generously funded by the Stockil Trust. Robert Stockil 
J.P. 1824-1900 made a bequest in his last will and 
testament.
